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SUMMARY

Today we live in an era where technology is integratea
into personal and professional life, having a significani
impact on the education of both children and adults.
Since the 20th century, musical performances have
evolved considerably, influenced by technological
advances. Today, numerous apps and platforms make ii
easier not only to watch performances (OperaVision), bui
also to interact with artists, directors and music
personalities. With the help of technological tools,
children can explore fascinating experiences in the worla
of live performance as well as virtual experiences
allowing them access to a digital world. This article
presents some perspectives of best practices of musical
performances dedicated to children and organized in
Operas at international level (Live in Schools), as well
as applications/platforms/programs that are useful for
watching  performances, integrating them in the
educational environment, but also as interdisciplinary
training  for quality education (Opera Copiilor,
Operadkids, Opera Education).
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INTRODUCTION

Among the 17 Sustainable Development Goals of the
2030 Agenda, we find quality education (Goal 4) and
industry, innovation and infrastructure (Goal 9), both of
which are major priorities on the European Union’s
agenda (Shulla et al., 2020). These goals play a crucial
role in building a prosperous and sustainable society, as
quality education provides essential skills for citizens,
while innovation, industry and infrastructure facilitate
long-term sustainable and economic growth. Sachs and
colleagues (2019) have identified six  real
transformational goals that can help achieve all of the
Sustainable Development Goals, and the sixth
transformation is the very artificial intelligence and other
digital technologies, dubbed the fourth industria
revolution, that are needed to face the future. According
to these, the evolution of education systems from a
technological point of view is materialized by the concept
of Education 4.0, i.e. education assisted by artificial
intelligence, a new paradigm within a modern
educational ecosystem, adapted to the requirements of the
digital era (Popean, 2018). In this context, the arts sector
cannot remain untouched by this industrial revolution

REZUMAT

In prezent ne aflam intr-o erd in care tehnologia este
integrata in viata personald si profesionald, avand un
impact semnificativ asupra educatiei, atdt a copiilor, cdt
si a adultilor. Incepind cu secolul XX, spectacolele
muzicale au evoluat considerabil sub influenta
progreselor tehnologice. Astazi, numeroase aplicatii si
platforme faciliteaza nu doar vizionarea spectacolelor
(OperaVision), ci §i interactiunea cu artisti, regizori §i
personalitati din domeniul muzical. Cu ajutorul
instrumentelor tehnologice, copiii pot explora experiente
fascinante in lumea spectacolului live, dar si experiente
virtuale care le permit accesul la o lume digitala.
Articolul de fata prezinta cdteva perspective de bune
practici ale spectacolului muzical dedicat copiilor si
organizat in cadrul Operelor la nivel international (Live
in Schools), precum si aplicatii/platforme/programe care
sunt utile in vizionarea unor spectacole sau in mediul
educational, avdand scopul unei formari interdisciplinare
si al unei educatii de calitate (Opera copiilor,
Operadkids, Opera Education).

INTRODUCERE

Printre cele 17 Obiective de Dezvoltare Durabila (ODD)
ale Agendei 2030 regasim educatia de calitate (Obiectivul
4) si industria, inovatia si infrastructura (Obiectivul 9),
ambele fiind prioritditi majore pe agenda Uniunii
Europene (Shulla et al., 2020). Aceste obiective joaca un
rol esential in construirea unei societiti prospere si
sustenabile, deoarece educatia de calitate asigura
formarea de competente esentiale pentru cetateni, In timp
ce inovatia, industria si infrastructura faciliteaza cresterea
economicd si durabild pe termen lung. Sachs si
colaboratorii sdi (2019) au identificat sase obiective de
transformare reala care pot ajuta la indeplinirea tuturor
Obiectivelor de Dezvoltare Durabila, iar a sasea
transformare este reprezentatd chiar inteligenta artificiala
si alte tehnologii digitale, denumite a patra revolutie
industriala, care sunt necesare pentru a face fata
viitorului. in functie de acestea, evolutia sistemelor de
invatdimant din punct de vedere tehnologic se
concretizeazd prin conceptul de Educatie 4.0., adica
educatia asistatd de inteligenta artificiald, o noud
paradigma in cadrul unui ecosistem educational modern,
adaptat cerintelor erei digitale (Popean, 2018). in acest

context, nici sectorul artistic nu poate ramane neatins de
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either, which has the potential to facilitate and support the
development of this field. Technological innovations,
including artificial intelligence and new digital platforms,
offer opportunities for creating, distributing and
accessing cultural content in a more accessible and
interactive way. In this way, the arts can adapt and evolve
with new technological trends, opening new perspectives
for creativity and artistic expression.

The development of mobile music apps has brought
important innovations in music learning, teaching and
creation, facilitating access to digital tools that cover a
wide range of musical activities, such as auditory skills
training (Demirtas & Ozcelik, 2022), composition (Sabet,
2020), music performance (McGuire & Matéju, 2020),
and music listening (Kuch & Woéllner, 2021). All these
digital tools offer interactive and personalized ways of
learning, facilitating access to diverse musical resources,
adapting to the needs and level of each user, thus
contributing to the development of quality education
supported by technology. As musical platforms, a
welcome example is MAX, a multidisciplinary and cross-
curricular educational platform, an easily accessible
programming language for a variety of artistic and
scientific applications, as well as a highly stimulating
agent of creation - an important motivating factor for
students, who are inspired to approach learning with
passion and curiosity (Popean, 2016). The Motion Bank
project is another example, which explores the
digitization of dance movements to create innovative
choreographic installations (Demian, 2016). Apps such as
Vocalab, VoceVista and SING & SEE provide useful
feedback to improve singing voice (Muresan & Pop,
2017). Virtual reality technologies are also becoming
increasingly relevant in artistic expression, facilitating
complex musical interactions through new immersive
techniques and methods (Budoiu-Balan, Nedelcut,
Bressolete, 2023). All these technological advances
contribute to the development of the skills necessary for
quality music education, helping to realize engaging
multimedia performances.

CHILDREN’S MUSICAL PERFORMANCE
A musical is a stage performance that combines music,
drama, choreography, set design and direction to provide
the audience with a captivating and moving experience.
When we refer to this type of performance, we are
thinking of genres such as opera, operetta, musicals,
ballet, multimedia and experimental performances. These
art forms are present in the repertoire of musical theatres,
which play an essential role in the artistic education of
children and young people. With technological
advancement in the 20th century, musical performances
have started to incorporate technology, bringing
educational benefits and increasing the attention of young
audiences through interactive and modern means made
available by technological innovations.

In the 21st century, there are already a variety of ways
and means by which music performance reaches children
with the help of technology. We can talk about music
apps, virtual instruments, 3D projections and animations,

aceasta revolutie industriald, care are potentialul de a
facilita si sustine dezvoltarea acestui domeniu. Inovatiile
tehnologice, inclusiv inteligenta artificiald si noile
platforme digitale, ofera oportunititi pentru crearea,
distribuirea si accesarea continutului cultural intr-un mod
mai accesibil si interactiv.

Dezvoltarea aplicatiilor muzicale mobile a produs
inovatii importante in domeniul invatarii, predarii si
creatiei muzicale, facilitind accesul la instrumente
digitale care acopera o gama larga de activitati muzicale,
precum: formarea abilitatilor auditive (Demirtas si
Ozcelik, 2022), compozitie (Sabet, 2020), performanta
muzicala (McGuire si Matéjt, 2020) si ascultarea muzicii
(Kuch si Wollner, 2021). Toate aceste instrumente
digitale ofera metode interactive si personalizate de
invatare, facilitind accesul la resurse muzicale diverse,
adaptandu-se nevoilor si nivelului fiecarui utilizator si
contribuind astfel la o dezvoltare a educatiei de calitate,
sprijinitd de tehnologie. Ca platforme muzicale, un
exemplu binevenit este MAX, o platforma educationalad
multidisciplinara si intercurriculard, un limbaj de
programare usor accesibil pentru o varietate de aplicatii
artistice si stiintifice, precum si un agent foarte stimulator
al creatiei — un factor motivator important pentru
studenti, care sunt inspirati sd abordeze invatarea cu
pasiune si curiozitate (Popean, 2016). Proiectul The
Motion Bank este un alt exemplu, care exploreaza
digitalizarea miscarilor de dans pentru a crea instalatii
coregrafice inovatoare (Demian, 2016). Aplicatii precum
Vocalab, VoceVista si SING & SEE ofera feedback util
pentru Tmbunatatirea vocii cantate (Muresan si Pop,
2017). De asemenea, tehnologiile de realitate virtuala
devin din ce in ce mai relevante in exprimarea artistica,
facilitand interactiuni muzicale complexe prin noi tehnici
si metode de imersie (Balan-Budoiu, Nedelcut,
Bressolete, 2023). Toate aceste progrese tehnologice
favorizeaza dezvoltarea competentelor necesare pentru o
educatie muzicala de calitate, contribuind la realizarea
spectacolelor multimedia captivante.

SPECTACOLUL MUZICAL PENTRU
COPII

Spectacolul muzical este o reprezentatie scenicd ce
combind muzica, teatrul, coregrafia, scenografia si regia
pentru a oferi publicului o experientd captivantd si
emotionantd. Cand ne referim la acest tip de spectacol,
avem 1n vedere genuri precum opera, opereta, musical-ul,
baletul, spectacolele multimedia si  spectacolele
experimentale. Aceste forme de artd sunt prezente in
repertoriul teatrelor muzicale, care joaca un rol esential In
educatia artistica a copiilor si tinerilor. Odata cu avansul
tehnologiei din secolul XX, spectacolele muzicale au
inceput sd incorporeze tehnologia, aducand beneficii
educative si sporind atentia publicului tanar prin mijloace
interactive si moderne, disponibile datoritd inovatiilor
tehnologice.

in secolul XXI exista deja o varietate de metode si
mijloace prin care spectacolul muzical ajunge la copii cu
ajutorul tehnologiei. Putem sa vorbim de: aplicatii
muzicale, instrumente virtuale, proiectii 3D si animatii,
realitate augmentatd (cu ajutorul unor dispozitive), acces



recordings, robots, artificial intelligence, immersive
experiences through VR technologies, etc. Thus, research
argues that digital technology enhances children’s
educational experience by facilitating collaboration in
music creation, developing their musical and social skills
through software tools, which enable creative exploration
and active interaction, promoting communication,
empathy, and negotiation among children (Charissi &
Rinta, 2014). These initial results suggest that the use ol
technology in music education has a positive impact on
children’s personal and social development (Simion,
2018). Other studies that highlight the benefits of
performing in an ensemble, such as a musical
performance, if students are directly involved, include:
communication skills, a sense of participation in a shared
experience that can transcend linguistic and cultural
boundaries, critical listening and self-corrective skills,
improved self-confidence (Hanrahan et al., 2019).

Because the Children’s Comic Opera in Bucharest is a
cultural institution specialized in musical performances
for children and is also the only institution of its kind at
the international level, in the following we will focus our
attention on an answer given by the manager of the
institution. In the interview she gave in 2023 for research
dedicated to children’s musical performances in
Romania, the soprano Felicia Filip, the manager of the
institution, highlighted some important characteristics in
the organization of a musical performance dedicated to
children, from the perspective of the institution she
manages. Here is her reply in full: “In the case of the
Children’s Comic Opera, artistic events are conceived
on two levels: the diversity of musical genres and the
age categories of our young spectators. Since the
beginning of my mandate, I have aimed to present all
genres of musical theatre to the public: opera,
operetta, ballet, musical, modern dance. In addition,
there are shows written especially for children: well-
known stories set to music. We regularly organize
creative competitions. The winning projects are staged
in our space dedicated to these artistic experiments.
Finally, we have adapted chamber, symphonic and
vocal-symphonic  pieces  into  highly  successful
performances. These include J. S. Bach’s Coffee
Cantata, Vivaldi’s Seasons, Grieg’s Peer Gynt, efc.
These have been aimed at well-defined age groups,
children aged 7, 12 and over 12. Recently we have
extended our age range for 0 to 3 year-olds with a
character that has become emblematic, Bubu. In this
situation, parents accompany the little ones, listen
together to the music addressed to them and make
friends with this agreeable and guiding character.
Returning to the general repertoire, as I mentioned, we
are concerned with stylistic diversity. Opera, for
example, is present through the Italian bel canto (The
Barber of Seville - in our Romanian version Figaro,
Figaro, Figaro, then Cinderella, The Elixir of Love, Don
Pasquale), Mozart’s oeuvre (The Abduction from the
Seraglio, The Magic Flute, The Impresario, Bastien and
Bastienne), the French repertoire (Bizet’s Carmen), the
Romanian repertoire (Motanul incaltat/The Puss in
Boots by Cornel Trailescu, Baronul Miinchhausen/Baron
Miinchhausen by Dan Dediu). Viennese operetta (A
Night in Venice), French operetta (Mam ’zelle Nitouche -
in our Romanian version Hapciu/Sneezy in D Major),
Romanian operetta (Crai nou/New Moon by Ciprian

online prin diferite platforme de streaming si inregistrari
live, roboti, inteligentd artificiala, experiente imersive
prin tehnologie VR etc. Astfel, cercetdrile sustin ca
tehnologia digitala imbunatateste experienta educationala
a copiilor prin facilitarea colaboririi in creatia muzicala,
dezvoltdndu-le abilitatile muzicale si sociale prin
instrumentele software, care permit explorarea creativa si
interactiunea activa, promovand comunicarea, empatia si
negocierea intre copii (Charissi si Rinta, 2014). Aceste
rezultate initiale sugereaza ca utilizarea tehnologiei 1n
educatia muzicald are un impact pozitiv asupra
dezvoltarii personale si sociale a copiilor. Alte studii care
evidentiazd beneficiile interpretarii intr-un ansamblu,
cum poate sa fie si cazul unui spectacol muzical, daca
elevii sunt implicati direct, includ: abilitati de
comunicare, un sentiment de participare la o experienta
comund care poate transcende granitele lingvistice si
culturale, abilitati de ascultare criticd si auto-corectare,
incredere n sine imbunatatitd (Hanrahan, et al., 2019).

Pentru cd Opera Comicd pentru Copii din Bucuresti
reprezinta o institutie culturald specializata in spectacolul
muzical destinat copiilor, si fiind totodatd singura
institutie de acest profil la nivel international, in cele ce
urmeaza ne vom concentra atentia asupra unui raspuns
oferit de managerul institutiei. in interviul acordat in
2023 pentru o cercetare dedicatd spectacolului muzical
pentru copii din Romaénia, soprana Felicia Filip,
managerul institutiei, a evidentiat cateva caracteristici
importante 1n organizarea unui spectacol muzical dedicat
copiilor, din perspectiva institutiei pe care o conduce.
Redau integral raspunsul domniei sale: ,,/n cazul Operei
Comice pentru Copii, evenimentele artistice sunt
gandite pe doua planuri: diversitatea genurilor
muzicale si categoriile de varsta ale tinerilor nostri
spectatori. Mi-am propus, inca de la inceputul
mandatului  meu, sa prezentam publicului toate
genurile teatrului muzical: operd, operetd, balet,
musical, dans modern. Acestora [i se adaugad
spectacole scrise special pentru cei mici: povesti
binecunoscute puse pe muzicd. In acest sens organizdam
periodic concursuri de creatie. Proiectele cdstigdatoare
le montam in spatiul nostru dedicat special acestor
experimente artistice. Nu in ultimul rdand, am adaptat
piese camerale, simfonice si vocal-simfonice In
spectacole ce se bucura de un deosebit succes. Asa ar
fi: Cantata cafelei de J. S. Bach, Anotimpurile de
Vivaldi, Peer Gynt de Grieg etc. Acestea s-au adresat
unor categorii de varsta bine definite — copii intre 7, 12
si peste 12 ani. De curiand ne-am extins paleta
vdrstelor pentru cei de 0-3 ani, printr-un personaj ce a
devenit emblematic, Bubu. In aceastd situatie pdrintii ii
insofesc pe cei mici, ascultd impreund muzica ce le este
adresatd, se imprietenesc cu acest personaj simpatic §i
indrumator. Revenind la repertoriul general, asa cum
aminteam, ne preocupa diversitatea stilistica. Opera,
bundoard, este prezenta prin belcanto-ul italian
(Béarbierul din Sevilla — la noi intitulat Figaro, Figaro,
Figaro, apoi Cenusareasa, Elixirul dragostei, Don
Pasquale), creatia mozartiana (Répirea din Serai,
Flautul fermecat, Directorul de teatru, Bastien si
Bastienne), repertoriul francez (Carmen de Bizet),
repertoriul romdnesc (Motanul incaltat de Cornel
Trailescu, Baronul Miinchhausen de Dan Dediu).

Porumbescu, in our version Joc si Rock/Dance and
Rock). The musicals were a great success: Peter Pan by
Laurentiu Profeta, Micuta Dorothy/Little Dorothy by
Marius Teicu, as well as titles from the international
repertoire: The Sound of Music, School of Rock,
Madagascar. The latter has a special place, performed in
an enthusiastic way, exclusively by children. With
special efforts, alongside our large hall with 424 seats,
we have inaugurated two other spaces, each with its own
specific character: The Mozart Salon with about 100
seats, decorated in Viennese style, where we present
chamber opera and ballet works (Mozart’s The
Impresario, Vivaldi’s The Seasons, Pergolesi’s The Maid
Tuned Mistress, Grieg’s Peer Gynt). Here, as in the
main hall, we have all the necessary stage equipment
(lights, sound, LED screen). Then we opened a play
space in the basement and, with the Grant Bridge in
the neighbourhood, we called it UnderGrant. Here, as 1
mentioned, experimental performances by young
creators, directors, choreographers, as well as
composers and librettists take place. It’s a multi-
purpose hall, also equipped with all the necessities of a
modern performance. As far as ballet repertoire is
concerned, in the Great Hall we present masterpieces
such as Sleeping Beauty and The Nutcracker by
Tchaikovsky, Don Quixote by Minkus, Coppélia by
Delibes - in our Romanian version, Dolls’ World, but
also contemporary dance performances such as The
Little Match Girl, Alice in Wonderland, Jack and the
Beanstalk or Snow White and the Seven Dwarfs from
the Romanian repertoire. Our shows last around an
hour, respecting the child’s attention span, like school
lessons. In this way we compress the big titles, without
losing the musical and ideational essence of the text
and reducing, for example, a three-stanza aria to one,
reducing repeating ensembles to a single utterance. The
exception to this is certain musicals which, being more
accessible, are easier for young children to assimilate.”
This example could also be good practice for other
institutions wishing to successfully implement what is
already a success for children and is being carried out
at the Children’s Comic Opera in Bucharest. It should
be noted that this institution is present on all social
networks, where children have access and can see
the work of the institution:

In the framework of my personal activities, I initiated an
integrated optional study subject entitled Updating
Education through Music at Secondary School No. 25 in
Timisoara. This optional study subject was intended for
S5th grade students and aimed at preparing them tc
participate in musical performances organized in
cultural institutions. This preparation included not only
the knowledge necessary to understand a performance,
but also aspects related to conduct, behaviour and

Apoi am deschis un spatiu de joc la subsol si,
avdnd in vecindtate podul Grant, l-am denumit
UnderGrant. dici, asa cum aminteam, au loc spectacole
experimentale realizate de tineri creatori, regizori,
coregrafi, dar si compozitori si libretisti. Este o sald
polivalenta, dotatd de asemenea cu necesarul unui
spectacol modern. In ceea ce priveste repertoriul de
balet, la Sala Mare prezentam capodopere ale genului
precum Frumoasa din padurea adormitd si Spargatorul
de nuci de Ceaikovski, Don Quijote de Minkus,
Coppélia de Delibes — la noi Lumea papusilor, dar si
spectacole de dans contemporan ca Fetita cu chibrituri,
Alice in Tara Minunilor, Jack si vrejul de fasole sau
Alba ca Zapada si cei sapte pitici din repertoriul
romdnesc. Spectacolele noastre dureaza in jur de o
ord, respectand graficul de atentie a copilului,
asemandtor orelor de curs de la scoald. In acest sens
comprimam marile titluri, reducdnd, de exemplu, o arie
de trei strofe la una, sau ansamblurile care se repeta la
o singurd enuntare, farda a pierde esenta muzicald si
ideatica a textului. Fac exceptie anumite musical-uri
mai accesibile, unde desfdasurarea actiunii este mai
usor de asimilat de catre cei mici”. Aceasta expunere
poate fi o bund practicd si pentru alte institutii care
doresc implementarea cu succes a ceea ce deja
reprezintd un succes pentru copii si se desfasoard la
Opera Comica pentru Copii din Bucuresti.

In cadrul activitatilor personale, am initiat un optional
integrat intitulat Actualizarea educatiei prin muzica la
Scoala Gimnaziald Nr. 25 din Timisoara. Acest optional a
fost destinat elevilor din clasa a V-a si a avut drept scop
pregatirea lor pentru participarea la spectacole muzicale
organizate in institutii culturale. Aceastd pregatire a
inclus nu doar cunostinte necesare pentru intelegerea unui



interdisciplinary approaches that allow children tc
perceive a musical performance from a transdisciplinary
perspective. This curricular approach aimed to integrate
music into education, thus promoting a richer and more
conscious cultural experience for children. Currently, in
the Music and Well-being course that we have introduced
as a transversal discipline at the West University of
Timisoara, enrolled students have the responsibility of
making an observation sheet for a musical performance,
actively participating in a cultural institution in the city.
This participation is not limited only to the observation
of the performance, but also includes a preliminary
training on the fundamental concepts of a performance. In
addition, students are encouraged to reflect on the
benefits a musical performance can bring to their personal
lives, exploring the emotional and social impact of music.
This integrated approach aims not only to deepen musical
knowledge, but also to stimulate a critical cultural or
artistic awareness of the role of music in well-being,
There is a study dedicated to children’s musical
performances in Romania, which includes a
historiographical analysis of all the performances that
have taken place at the Romanian Operas and Opera and
Operetta Theatres in the country in recent years, as well
as a qualitative analysis based on interviews with the
directors of these institutions (Milencovici, 2023).

DIGITAL APPS/PLATFORMS TO
PROMOTE MUSIC PERFORMANCE
AMONG CHILDREN

The first quarter of the 21st century is a historic period in
which technology is redefining all aspects of our lives,
including the way we experience art and culture, both in
children’s and adult education. So, with the help of
technology, we can access children’s musical
performances more quickly, enabling us to create an
interactive and engaging experience for children who
spend much of their time online. The digital applications
I am about to present are designed to bring art closer to
young audiences, especially to people who for various
reasons do not get to experience a musical performance
in cultural institutions. This makes musical performances
accessible to all children, regardless of their social
background. However, the experience and value of
attending a live performance in the theatre cannot be
compared to the benefits of watching performances
online.

1. Children’s Opera - the show at your home

The digital application developed by the Comic Opera fo1
Children in Bucharest, under the direction of soprano
Felicia Filip, offers a space dedicated exclusively to
children, where they can access musical performances,
educational programs and many fun activities, depending
on their age. Through this app, available on laptop, i0S
and Android, children can watch recordings of the
institution’s musical performances, adapted for different
ages. In addition to performances, the app also includes a
variety of educational programs: stories, poems, riddles,
dance and diction lessons, gardening and cooking
activities, and many more, such as Outstanding
Composers, Financial Literacy Workshop, Diction
Lessons, Artists of 10, Smiles at OCC, Behind the
Curtain, Christmas Story Time, etc. Another important
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spectacol, ci si aspecte legate de conduita, comportament
si abordari interdisciplinare care permit elevilor sa
perceapd un spectacol muzical dintr-o perspectiva
transdisciplinara. Acest demers curricular a vizat
integrarea muzicii in educatie, promovand astfel o
experientd culturala mai bogata si mai constienta pentru
tineri. In prezent, in cadrul cursului Muzicd si stare de
bine pe care l-am introdus ca disciplind transversala la
Universitatea de Vest din Timisoara, studentii inscrisi au
responsabilitatea de a realiza o fisa de observatie pentru
un spectacol muzical, participand activ la o institutie
culturald din oras. Aceastd participare nu se limiteaza
doar la observarea spectacolului, ci include si o pregatire
prealabila referitoare la conceptele fundamentale ale
genului. In plus, studentii sunt incurajati si reflecteze
asupra beneficiilor pe care un spectacol muzical le poate
aduce in viata lor personald, explorand impactul
emotional si social al muzicii. Aceasta abordare integrata
are ca scop nu doar aprofundarea cunostintelor muzicale,
ci si stimularea unei constiinte, as zice culturale sau
artistice critice asupra rolului muzicii in starea de bine.

From an educational perspective, the app can be a
valuable tool in Music and Movement classes (especially
in 3rd and 4th grades) by providing access to high quality
audiovisual materials that can illustrate or complement
the topics taught. There is a convergence between the
activities proposed by the app and the curricular content
of the teaching, which facilitates the integration of the
materials into the lesson. For example, the app can
support the practical observation of musical genres,
including children’s folklore, carols, dances and other
forms of artistic expression, covering both classical and
entertainment musical genres. This approach can
stimulate active and creative learning, giving students the
opportunity to interact with music in a dynamic and
applied way.

2. Opera4Kids

Opera4Kids is an organization and educational platform,
whose mission is to “change children’s lives through the
power of music,” as stated on the official website. It
offers exciting live and digital programs focused on
classical music for children and young people. It works
with orchestras, opera companies and children’s choirs tc
encourage young audiences to explore the operatic
repertoire. Their activities include live performances,
educational workshops, a show (watchable on YouTube:
Musical Make Believe, where children discover the
orchestra’s instruments and get inspired by young
musicians’ performances), digital learning portals, visits
to schools both live and virtually, and high-end audic
recordings. Those interested can find lots of worksheets,
teaching guides for teachers, study guides, arts and crafts
projects, as well as basic music theory lessons. More
information can be found on the Operad4Kids website:

3. OperaVision

OperaVision is a free streaming platform dedicated to
opera, operetta, musical theatre, dance, ballet and concert
performances, supported by the European Union’s
Creative Europe program. The public has access to a
variety of productions, including live broadcasts, all
available free of charge. Although the platform is not
specifically designed for children, parents and teachers
can use it for educational purposes, as some
performances are suitable for young audiences. In
addition to performances, OperaVision also offers
behind-the-scenes content, videos about behind-the-
scenes stories and artistic teams, facilitating a deeper
understanding of the creative process. All productions are
available with subtitles, regardless of the language in
which they are sung, making it easier for the audience to
follow and understand the action and artistic context.
This makes the platform a versatile educational tool,
providing access to a diverse cultural heritage and
promoting interactive learning through the arts.

Spotify is a music streaming platform that gives users
access to a vast library of songs, podcasts and other audic
content. Related to children’s music streaming, Spotify
offers some playlist and album recommendations:

Gretel - Audiobook, Opera and Classical Music for Kids,
etc., the examples are multiple. There is also a children’s
version: Spotify Kids. Some research shows that Spotify
podcasts are a new educational tool for teenagers, as they
contain elements of formal and/or non-formal education,
assembled in a fun and very concise way, in a way that is
understandable to young audiences (Al Fatih, Luthfie &
Kusumadinata, 2022).

5. Kindermusik

To facilitate a thorough wunderstanding of musical
performance at the right time, parents and educators can
benefit from the resources offered by the Kindermusik
platform. It provides curriculum, courses and
extracurricular activities based on music and movement,
supported by research studies. Kindermusik is structured
along three main dimensions: activities for schools,
resources for parents and training for educators. This
holistic approach is designed to support the development
of children’s musical and cognitive skills, starting with
babies as young as a few months and continuing through
to older children. In addition, Kindermusik offers
specialized training for people who want to work with
young children, helping to train a generation of qualified
music educators.

Projects in general can have a significant socio-cultural
impact on students’ development. Through well-
structured activities, they could gain a deeper
understanding of cultural diversity, develop empathy, and
cultivate a sense of belonging to the community they are
part of (Simion, 2018). Thus, in this section, I will briefly
describe a few music projects, programs, and
organizations that focus their efforts on student
development. Through such activities, children are
introduced to the world of music and the arts, which are
essential elements in the development of a complete and
well-rounded education.

Proiectele, In general, pot avea un impact socio-cultural
semnificativ asupra dezvoltarii elevilor. Prin activitati
bine structurate, acestia au ocazia sia Iinteleagd mai
profund diversitatea culturala, sa isi dezvolte empatia si
sd cultive un sentiment de apartenentd la comunitatea din
care fac parte (Simion, 2018).

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1. Live in Schools

Live in Schools is a program organized by the
Metropolitan Opera, broadcasting live in HD and in
partnership with the New York City Department of
Education. The program was established in 2007
and brings live opera performances to local schools
and cinemas around the world. Students participate
in free screenings of performances recorded at the
Opera House and shown in movie theatres, as well
as various educational activities that are interactive.
The program began with five high schools in New
York City in 2007 and has now reached nearly 70
US counties, including Puerto Rico, involving
nearly 200,000 children and young people to date.

This program entailed free access to Met Opera on
demand, with over 850 performances, interdisciplinary
curricular resources including educators’ guides, plug-
and-play lessons, musical arrangements for student
ensembles, and illustrated summaries for children. The
project also included virtual programming, book clubs,
virtual choirs, and interviews with artists and opera
personalities. Professional development opportunities for
educators, including national conferences and workshops,
were designed to be engaging. More information can be
found at:

2. Opera Activities for Kids

This project is run under the Portland Opera
umbrella and includes six educational activities for
children, including Musical Story Time, Make Your
Own Set Design, Hansel and Gretel, Create a Story,
Design a Costume, and Postcards for People. In
addition, Portland Opera also runs other educational
programs such as Portland Opera to Go, Opera a la
Cart and Opera Talk, all aimed at raising the
cultural and educational level of the audience and
educating the next generation of audiences.

The
organization’s projects include Opera Baby (for children
aged 0-3 years), Opera Kids (for children aged 3-€
years), Opera Smart (for teenagers aged 14-19 years),
etc. All productions are the result of a collaboration
between directors, set designers, composers and theatre
professionals, working together with pedagogues to adapt
the performances to a varied audience. An important
aspect of the performances offered by Opera Education is
the active involvement of the audience, both children and
adults, who are invited to participate directly through
various interactive events.

This project, supported by the famous Teatro alla Scala
in Milan, is dedicated to children and their families,
offering a wvariety of performances and events to
introduce young audiences to the world of classical
music and opera.

6. Global Summer Camp Nurtures Opera’s
Next Generation

The Metropolitan Opera in New York organizes summet
camps for children. In the 2020 pandemic, more than
3,400 children attended between June 15 and August 7
and were divided into two age groups: 8-12 and 13-18.
The camp ran online, with a five-day-a-week program.
Each Monday, the children watched an opera from the
Met’s digital library, including titles such as Hansel ana
Gretel, Don Pasquale, The Magic Flute and Romeéo ei
Juliette. Educational activities included costume
designing, puppet making and song writing. Students
interacted via Zoom and Google Classroom with Met
artists and had group discussions with opera
personalities. Among the activities, countertenor
Anthony Roth Costanzo baked cookies with the children
while explaining the workings of his voice. The program
helped build a community of young opera enthusiasts.
This example may be a welcome project to attract
children, but especially young people to the world of
opera, thus developing the new audience for future
generations to come to the Opera.

In fiecare zi de luni, copiii au
vizionat o operd din biblioteca digitala a Met-ului,
inclusiv titluri precum Hansel si Gretel, Don Pasquale,
Flautul magic si Roméo et Juliette. Activitatile educative
au inclus proiectarea de costume, realizarea de papusi si
scrierea de cantece. Elevii au interactionat prin Zoom si
Google Classroom cu artisti de la Met si au avut discutii
de grup cu personalitati din lumea operei. Printre
activitati, contratenorul Anthony Roth Costanzo a gatit
prajituri cu copiii in timp ce le explica functionarea vocii
sale.

CONCLUSIONS

This article has highlighted good practices in the field of
music performance that can contribute to quality
education of children with the help of technology.

Another benefit of using technology in musical
performances is to increase performance accessibility and
inclusion, allowing children from diverse socio-economic
backgrounds to have equal access to attending and
watching musical performances from prestigious cultural
institutions. In this regard, we have listed several
platforms that broadcast such performances. In addition,
the use of digital tools stimulates children’s creativity and
interest, transforming them from mere spectators into
active creators of art. At the same time, children’s music
projects facilitated by technology play a crucial role in
attracting young people to musical performances,
contributing to the formation of an attitude of
appreciation for culture and artistic traditions, which will
lead to the formation of personalities, self-esteem and
enrichment of general culture.
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CONCLUZII

Prezentul articol a evidentiat bune practici din domeniul
spectacolului muzical, care pot contribui la o educatie de
calitate a copiilor cu ajutorul tehnologiei. Integrarea
tehnologiei poate sd Imbunatiteascd experienta
educationald, atdt in scoald, cat si in institutiile culturale,
cu ajutorul unor instrumente digitale care faciliteaza
interactiunea si inovarea. Un alt avantaj al utilizarii
tehnologiei in spectacolele muzicale este cresterea
